Student Research Grant Initiative 


INTRODUCTION: The Gonzaga University Institute for Hate Studies announces the availability of two $1,000.00 grants to support graduate students and one $500.00 grant to support undergraduate students who are engaged in research or creative projects that address the issue of hate.  These research grants are open to students attending colleges or universities in the United States. 

SUGGESTED TOPIC AREAS:  Topics may include but are not limited to:

· Examining hate in any of its manifestations including but not limited to racism, misogyny, antisemitism, homophobia, religious intolerance, ethnoviolence, and terrorism 
· Methods of challenging hate

· How hate is institutionalized, maintained and perpetrated through culture, organizations, policies, politics, media, or discourse

Research from all disciplines is accepted and projects that examine hate from an interdisciplinary perspective are strongly encouraged.  
Projects may involve academic research or be approached through the media, fine arts, or performing arts.

ELIGIBILITY: Any student enrolled in a graduate or undergraduate program in an accredited college or university can submit an application. Proposals that support dissertation or thesis research are strongly encouraged. Students must remain enrolled during the grant period.

GRANT PERIOD AND USE OF FUNDS: Grants will be awarded for a period of one year from the award date. Funds may be used for direct costs related to the proposed project, such as travel to research sites (archival, interviews, etc), supplies, services (transcription), equipment rental, limited equipment purchases, and attendance at conferences where the recipient is presenting. Funds may not be used for stipend, living expenses, conference attendance where the recipient is not presenting, or educational travel. Grant payments will be made at the completion of the award period and the appropriate reports are submitted.

GRANTEE REPORTING: Grant recipients will be responsible for submitting a brief midterm report of their progress along with the faculty advisor's evaluation of the project's progress to date. Grant recipients are required to submit a final report within two weeks of the end of the grant period containing: 

· An itemized expense report
· A three (3) page report explaining the research and its findings 
· The faculty advisor's evaluation of the project
Grant recipients may be asked to submit their work to the Journal of Hate Studies (http://journals.gonzaga.edu).  Grant-supported research is not guaranteed to be published as it must go through the peer-review process.

• Institutional Review Board approval or exemption letter. If the IRB has not approved your research by date of application, indicate date of submission and pending status. Grant funds will be released only after approval or exemption letter is submitted.

APPLICATION DEADLINES: May 27th, 2011.  Awards will be announced within four weeks of the deadline.  Students will have one year from the date of the award to use the funds and submit their final reports. Funds are distributed after the completion of the research and the proper reports submitted.
